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EURO, JO 2012... Du 6 au 8 Juin 12, Plus de 60 journalistes échangent sur éthique, sport et
diversité a Birmingham (Royaume-Uni) !

Dans quelques jours début I'Euro 2012 en Pologne et en Ukraine,
Dans deux mois, les Jeux Olympiques de Londres 2012,

Et du 6 au 8 juin 2012 a Birmingham (Royaume-Uni), les Rencontres Médiatiques Européennes Ethique du
Journalisme et des media, Diversité & Sport !

Ces rencontres, organisées a l'initiative du Conseil de I’'Europe et de son programme joint avec |’'Union
européenne MARS, Media & Antiracisme dans le Sport, vont réunir plus de 60 professionnels des media
(journalistes, rédacteur/trices en chef, directeur/trices de I'information, régulateurs...).

Ces rencontres répond a un impératif urgent - rendre le journalisme, notamment de sport, sensible a la
diversité des sociétés européennes. Une athléte a 4 fois plus de chances d’étre couvertes par une journaliste.
Mais moins de 5% de l'information sportive est produite par des femmes journalistes. 40% des articles de
sport ne référent qu’a une seule source et 20% a aucune. Plus globalement, les personnes appartenant aux
minorités ethnoculturelles figurent pour 5% dans l'information diffusée en Europe alors que les immigrés,
eux seuls, représentent 1/10°™¢ de la population européenne. Au Royaume-Uni, 20% des personnes vivent
avec un handicap ; elles sont moins de 1% a étre représentées au sein de la télévision britannique.

C’est pourquoi ces rencontres médiatiques européennes offrent une occasion unique aux acteurs du champ
médiatique d’échanger sur leurs pratiques et d'imaginer ensemble de véritables outils et solutions concretes
pour que la diversité, son expression, et les principes de non discrimination trouvent pleinement leur place
dans les valeurs et I'éthique du journalisme et les couvertures médiatiques en général, et du sport en
particulier.

Les rencontres sont co-organisées par le Conseil de I'Europe, la Fédération Européenne des Journalistes et la
Faculty of Performance, Media and English de la Birmingham City University.

Le programme joint UE / CdE MARS est initié en partenariat avec I'UEFA et I’APES (Accord partiel élargi sur
le Sport) du Conseil de I'Europe.

EURO, OLYMPICS 2012... From 6 to 8 June 12, More than 60 journalists will debate on ethics,
sport and diversity in Birmingham (United Kingdom)!

In a few days, EURO 2012 will kick off in Poland and Ukraine,
In two months’ time, the Olympics 2012 will start in London,

And from 6 to 8 June 2012, the MARS European Media Forum on Journalism and Media Ethics, Diversity &
Sport will be held in Birmingham (United Kingdom)/

This Forum, organised by the Council of Europe and its programme MARS, Media & Anti-racism in Sport,
jointly implemented with the European Union, will bring together more than 60 media professionals
(journalists, chief editors, news directors, regulators...).

This Forum fits in a major priority — to make journalism, in particular sport journalism, sensitive to the
diversity of European societies. A female athlete has 4 more chances to be covered by a female journalist.
But less than 5% of sport news is produced by female journalists. 40% of all sport articles refer to only one
source and 20 % refer to no sources at all. More globally, ethnic minorities represent less than 5% of the
main actors in the news in Europe while the only group of immigrants represents around 10% of the EU
population. In United Kingdom, 20% of the British population is disabled but less than 1% is represented in
British TV.

This is why this forum will be a real opportunity for media professionals to exchange on their practices and to
develop workable approaches and concrete solutions to fully include diversity, its expression, and principles
of non discrimination in journalism ethics and values and in media coverage, particularly in sport.

This Forum is organised by the Council of Europe, the European Federation of Journalists and the Faculty of
Performance, Media and English, Birmingham City University.

The joint EU / CoE MARS programme is implemented in partnership with UEFA and EPAS (Enlarged partial
agreement on Sport) of the Council of Europe.

Professionals from 19 European countries are expected to join, coming mainly from Media: ARD (Germany),

Former NBA basketball star John Amaechi will be one of the guest speakers at a conference on journalism and
media ethics being organised jointly by the Council of Europe, Birmingham City University and the European
Federation of Journalists from June 6" to 8".

The event - Journalism and Media Ethics, Diversity, Racism and Sport in Europe — will bring together
journalists, regulators and sports people under the joint European Union / Council of Europe MARS — Media
Against Racism in Sport — programme.

Amaechi, who played for a number of leading US teams, including the LA Lakers and New York Knicks, as well
as in Europe and the UK, was the first basketball star to come out as being gay. He now works as a psychologist
and educator and writes for the New York Times.

Other guests will include Leon Mann, the founder of the Black Collective of Media in Sport, Stéphane Bijoux,
the Executive Director on Diversity in News for France Télévisions and representatives of the Professional
Footballers’ Association.

Diane Kemp, a senior academic in BCU’s School of Media said: “On the eve of two major sporting events, Euro
2012 and the London Olympics, with revelations of racist violence on the terraces in Poland and Ukraine by
BBC’s Panorama and against the backdrop of Lord Leveson’s on-going inquiry into press ethics, to say this forum
is timely would be an understatement. We’re looking forward to some robust and practical discussion amongst
the 65 delegates who’ll be coming from East and Western Europe.”

The event is being staged at the University’s city centre campus at Millennium Point.
