Abstract

Why there are so many romanian roma in Bologna coming from Craiova and the region of Dolj?  Where do they live in this italian city? How citizens and municipality host them?
 One of the two journalist of the documentary " Roma People, from Craiova to Bologna: If I had had money, maybe I wouldn't be here " lives in Bologna, the other close to Craiova.
Our idea was to review through archived shoots of news bullettins from the regional headquarter of Rai TV how roma are included since 2002, when they arrive in Bologna and how (and if) worked the projects that municipality proposed for them.
In addition we met them during the day and in the evening, hidden from Bologna citizens in the bush of the city, sleeping in tents and huts.
We also went in Romania, to meet them during their nomadism on dirty carriages searching for iron to sell, in the suburbs where they live, but also in the neighborhoods where they own rich villas and buildings.
Two differents points of view of the same subject, of the same people. One from a person who  receive them in his territory, the other from a person who lives along with them in the same country.
The documentary lasts 30 minutes, spoken in italian and Romanian, subtitled in English.
